Ekki er vitad med vissu hvenaer
byggd hofst i Arbae, en barinn er ekki medal peirra jarda sem nefndar
eru 1 Landnamu.

Elsta heimildin par sem nafn Arbajar kemur vid ségu er fra arinu
1464, en pad ar tengdist Arbaer ségulegum atburdi. Ein valdamesta
kona [slandsségunnar, O16f rika Loftsdottir, stefndi pangad ménnum
t1l fundar v10 sig til ad votta ad hun hefdi athent greidslu fyrir jardir
sem hun og madur hennar, Bjorn riki Porleifsson, voru ad kaupa af
Danakonungi.

Vid sidaskiptin arid 1550 var Arbeer i eigu Videyjarklausturs,
voldugasta og rikasta klausturs landsins. Klaustrid var stofnad arid
1226 og talid er ad Arbaer hafi ordid eign klaustursins skdmmu sidar.
Eftir s10askiptin eignadist Danakonungur allar jardir Videyjarklausturs
og par med talinn Arbe.

Origins of Arbeer

The farm of Arbeer has a long history, but it probably does not date back to the
very early days of Iceland s settlement, around 870 AD. The name Arbcer (River
Farm) is derived from the nearby Ellioaar river. The first known reference to
Arbeer is from 1464, when OIlof Loftsdottir the Wealthy called witnesses there as
she concluded a property deal.

Arbeer was among the possessions of the monastery on Videy island in the 13th
century. After the Reformation in 1550 Iceland s monasteries were dissolved, and
their properties, including Arbcer, passed to the King of Denmark and Iceland.
